Waushara County-
Transportation, harm reduction, warming shelters, more sober living for females
Marquette-
Transportation, recovery center, community space for events and peer support (esp after jail release) Jail meetings and release resources, funding for sober living (minimum 3 months) 
Adams-
Nontraditional groups, transportation, housing, sober living, shelters, detox support, peer recovery specialists, recovery-based activities
Juneau-
Sober events, non faith-based events, housing, transportation, drug court, network of peers, LE, after care
Green Lake-
Pharmacy, sober events, own “shines”, more non faith-based/12 step programs, Transport and cost of transport, no IOP program, sober living
